Part 1: Read Lesson 9 at http://sites.google.com/site/msporterwebdesign/lessons-4/lesson-9.  Toward the end of the lesson, you will see HTML code for a Web page.  Create a Web page using exactly the same code.  Save your Web page in your Web Design folder on your network drive.  Name this Web page page10a.html.
Part 2: Create a Web page named page10b.html.  This page must contain each of the following 4 items:
· A table that is at least 2 rows high and 2 columns wide.  This table must use the CELLPADDING and CELLSPACING attributes. You can place anything you want into the cells.
· A second table that is at least 2 rows high and 2 columns wide.  Each cell in this table must include a link to another Web page.

· A third table that is at least 2 rows high and 2 columns wide.  Two of these cells must contain an image of some kind.  Place text into the remaining cells.

· A framed image.

Part 3: Choose one of the following Web pages that you recently created:

Create a new page, using a table to lay out the information from the page that you selected.  The table should use the entire width of your page (or close to the entire width) and the table should contain at least two columns and two rows.
