Week 4 Assignments

Part 1: Read Lesson 4 at http://msporter.yolasite.com . Create 3 small Web pages similar to the first 4 examples in the lesson. For each example, select a background color and a text color for the page.  For each page, the background color should be something other than white, and the text color should be something other than black.  The Web page should contain only one sentence that explains what colors you selected.  For example, your page might say, “This page contains a light pink background and red text.”  Be sure to use colors different from the ones in the examples included in the lesson, and be sure to use the HTML Color Chart from the lesson to choose your colors.   Name these 3 Web page page4a.html, page4b.html and page4c.html.
Part 2: Go back and select one of the longer Web pages that you created during Week 2 or Week 3.  Open Notepad or Wordpad and open up the HTML code for the page that you select.  Go to FILE and SAVE AS, and save the file as page4d.html.  Then, change the HTML code so that the page contains a background color other than white and a text color other than black.  Then, in at least 3 different places on the page, change some of the HTML code so that the text color is different than the text color on the rest of the page.
Part 3: Create a Web page that contains at least 3 paragraphs about a fun or interesting experience you have had.  Be sure to follow these directions.

· Name this page page4e.html. 
· In the HTML code, give your page a title of your choice. In the body of the page, start with a centered heading (<H1>, <H2> or <H3>) showing the same title.
· The page must include at least 2 different font faces and 2 different font sizes.

· The page must include some bold text, some italicized text and some underlined text.
· The page must include at least one horizontal rule. 
· The page must include a background color other than white and a text color other than black.

· There must be at least 2 places on the page where the text color differs from the rest of the page.
