Part 1: Read Lesson 7 at http://msporter.yolasite.com. Toward the end of the lesson, you will see directions to download three images and create HTML code for a Web page.  Follow the directions and create a Web page using exactly the same code.  Save your Web page in your Web Design folder on your network drive.  Name this Web page page6a.html.
Part 2: Choose one of the following Web pages that you recently created:

· page2c.html
· page3c.html

· page4e.html

· page5c.html

Once you choose the page that you want to work on, resave it as page6b.html. You will now incorporate 3 images into this page.  Go to www.clipartconnection.com or another legitimate clip art site of your choice on the Internet.  Find 3 images that you like and download them into your images folder.  Now place these three images onto your page.  Your page must include these features:
· At least one of the images that you choose must be displayed on your page with text wrapping around it.

· You must change the size of at least one of the images on this page.
Part 3: Choose one of the following Web pages that you recently created (but you can’t choose the same page that you chose for Part 2):

· page2c.html

· page3c.html

· page4e.html

· page5c.html

Once you choose the page that you want to work on, resave it as page6c.html. You will now incorporate 3 images into this page.  Download three images that come from anywhere on the Internet, but not from a clip art site.  Remember, if you do not provide information about where you obtained these images, this is plagiarism.  Re-read Lesson 7 so that you remember how to cite information about images that you use from the Internet. Now place these three images onto your page.  Your page must include these features:
· At least one of the images that you choose must be displayed on your page with text wrapping around it.

· You must change the size of at least one of the images on this page.

· You must cite your sources for all 3 images directly on your Web page.
