Lesson Twelve Ten:  Weather Forecasting

1.     Go to www.weather.com on the Internet. 
2.     Research 5 different cities and find the following information: 
a.      Key in a city name 
b.     Look for the High and Low Temperature for the day. 
c.     Look for the Humidity 
d.     Look for the Percentage of Precipitation (rain) 
3.     Create a worksheet using Excel and create a column for each of the above information: 
a.      Give your worksheet a tittle 
b.     Use the following for Column Heading:  City, High, Low, Humidity, % of Precip.  Fill in the information on the 5 cities below each column.  Make sure and include the state’s initials after the city. 
c.     Format your worksheet!  Make sure and format the numbers under humidity and precipitation for  % with no decimals. (Format – Cells-Percentage-Zero Decimals) 
d.     Copy and paste one map of your choice on your worksheet showing one of your chosen cities. 
e.      Center your worksheet on your page horizontally and vertically. (File-Page Setup-Margins) Portrait or Landscape orientation is your choice! 
4.     Create a chart on a separate sheet comparing the cities and the high temperature. (Select the column heading for city and the cities listed below and select the column heading for High Temp. and the numbers below) 
a.  Format the chart – make sure and give the chart a title. 
5.     Create a second chart on another separate sheet comparing the cities and the % of Precip.  (Select the column heading for the city and the cities listed below and select the column heading for the Precip. and the numbers below._
