Final Project: A Customized Web Site
You have learned a lot this semester in the Web Design course.  Now it’s time to demonstrate what you have learned by creating your own Web site.  

· Choose a topic for your Web site and create a short description of it, using the attached form.  At your next meeting, you will show this to your advisor for approval.  The completed project is due June 5th.  

· What can you choose for a topic for your Web site?…anything that you want! (as long as your advisor approves your topic)  Have fun with this! The more interesting and exciting your topic is, the more fun you will have designing your Web site.  

· Your Web site must contain at least 4 pages.  One page must be a designated home page.  You may create more than 4 pages on your Web site if you wish, but no less.

· The project must be completed by creating HTML code in Notepad or Wordpad.  You may not use any other programs to help you design this site.  

· All websites must be submitted on the internet. Include your URL when you submit your project.

· What maximum grade would you like to earn on your Final Project?  The higher the grade you would like to earn, the more features you must include in your project.  

Would you like to earn a maximum grade of C? Your Web site must include all of the following features: 

Font Effects, Color, Lists, Images and Links. 

Would you like to earn a maximum grade of B? Your Web site must include the 5 features above, plus: 

At least 5 Images and at least one Table.

Would you like to earn a maximum grade of A? Your Web site must include the 7 features above, plus:

· Your entire Web site must use tables as a layout.

· Each page must include a Table of Contents with links to the subsections on that page.

· During the final Web Design workshop, all Web Design students will be asked to give a short 5-10 minute presentation describing their Web sites.  You will be able to use a computer and overhead projector to display your Web site for the students.  This presentation is worth 20% of your grade.

· This project will be worth 200 points, equal to two weeks of regular assignments in Web Design.  Your final score will be based on the following criteria:

	Web site submitted on time

	Web site contains required features
	40 points

	Web site shows significant time and effort
	40 points

	Web site is neatly presented and attractive
	40 points

	Presentation at the final Web Design workshop
	40 points
